He was speaking at the
curtain-raiser programme of
three-day Global Exhibition on
Services (GES) 2019, to be held
in Bengaluru from November
26 to 28. It will be organised by
the ministry and the Confed-
eration of India Industry (CII).

He said the services sector

has huge potential and it con-
tributes in a significant way to
the Indian economy. But, "I do
not think we have even reached
the tip of the iceberg when it
comes to getting the true ben-
efits of this sector," he added.

Talking about the Statue of
Unity in Gujarat, he said that
although some people criti-
cised the government on this
project, it has huge potential
to generate economic activities
around that region.

"My prediction is that
Statue of Unity alone will create
an ecosystem which can gen-
erate Rs 1 lakh crore (USD 15
billion) annually in and around
that statue over the next 4-5
years," he added.
